‘Ihe Rewards Chest’

The staff in the school will use the Rewards Chest as the main form of rewards.
Through the school's PHSE Programme all pupils understand that they are making a personal choice in their
behaviour and that there is a consequence to the choices they make. There will be occasions when
sanctions will be necessary. Sanctions will be fairly and consistently applied and to this end, all staff will use
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Each member of staff will have details of how to use the Rewards Chest as part of the Induction
Process.

All classrooms and shared areas will display the Reward Chest poster to ensure clarity and
understanding for all pupils and staff.

Pupils can be rewarded within any band of the Rewards Chest and are not expected to work their
way up. This allows adults flexibility to recognise and reward according to the pupil's individual
achievement.

Rewards will never be taken away or linked to sanctions. The Reward Chest and Behaviour
Thermometer stand separately.

Parents will be notified regularly of their child's successes.
